B-C. After 200m, on 2 slight bend in the road and aftes a sign for Boora Parklands, yeu veer ta
the right onto a sandy bog rmadway, After another 200m, turn left at & T-junction and continue to
fallaw the roadway ta resch & sharp Aght bend whene you join the lang-distance 0ffaly Way
(maried with yellow arraws and trekking man loge). Keep right bere,

C-D. rallow the meandering roadway - bounded by trees on your left and a Partridge Farm on
your right, After 1_5km you enter a coniferows plantation and arrive at a T-junction on top of an
embankment. Turm left here.

D-E. after only 100m turm right: at the edge of farestsy, and fallow the sndy roadway past &
Iong, rarmw, Lake an your left. Eventually you reach a T-junction whene you tum right and, after
100w, arrive at the Mesalfthic Site {on your right).

E=F. Leaving the Mesalithic Site, continue bo follow the sardy raadway past twa bends and then a
long straight section through fosestry. Af the end af the farestry, exit through a wooden gateway
arsd rexch o muAti-junction of rosdways and tracks - the large stone Boora Pyramid looms an your
left. Contine straight on here, keeping the ‘standing timbers’ an your right and on to the top of
the embankment,

F-A. From the top of the embankment you will see the birdhide which marks the trailhead from
where you started, Enjay the strall home!
